How Can I Evangelize Daily?

1. Be aware of your 

opportunities (John 4:35).

2. Ask the lost if they would like 

to have a Bible study.

3. Use evangelism tools available. 

4. Grade Bible correspondence 

courses.

5. Invite the lost to attend 

worship services, Bible school, 

and other special church 

events.



#5: Daily Compassion

How Can I Show         

Compassion Daily?

1. Pray for the poor & 

needy.

3. Donate food & other 

items to church 

pantry, Childrenôs 

Homes, etc.

4. Visit hospitals, 

nursing homes, etc.
