(2 Corinthians 2:10-11).



How Does The Devil Carry

been taken captive 

by him to do his will 

(2 Timothy 2:26).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

1 Then Jesus was led 

up by the Spirit into 

the wilderness to be 

tempted by the devil. 
2 And when He had 

fasted forty days and 

forty nights, after-

ward He was hungry 

(Matthew 4:1-2).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

3 Now when the 

tempter came to 

Him, he said, “If You 

are the Son of God, 

command that these 

stones become 

bread” (Matthew 

4:3).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

4 But He answered 

and said, “It is 

written, ‘Man shall 

not live by bread 

alone, but by every 

word that proceeds 

from the mouth of 

God’” (Matthew 4:4; 

cf. Deut. 8:3).

5 Then the devil 

took Him up into 

the holy city, set 

Him on the 

pinnacle of the 

temple (Matthew 

4:5).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

6 and said to Him, “If You 

are the Son of God, throw 

Yourself down. For it is 

written: ‘He shall give 

His angels charge over 

you,’ and, „In their hands 

they shall bear you up, 

Lest you dash your foot 

against a stone’” 

(Matthew 4:6; cf. Psalm 

91:11-12).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

7 Jesus said to him, 

“It is written 

again, ‘You shall 

not tempt the 

LORD your God’” 

(Matthew 4:7; cf. 

Deut. 6:16).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

8 Again, the devil 

took Him up on an 

exceedingly high 

mountain, and 

showed Him all the 

kingdoms of the 

world and their glory 

(Matthew 4:8).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

9 And he said to 

Him, “All these 

things I will give 

You if You will fall 

down and worship 

me” (Matthew 

4:9).



How Does The Devil Carry            
Out His Mission?

10 Then Jesus said to 

him, “Away with you, 

Satan! For it is 

written, ‘You shall 

worship the LORD 

your God, and Him 

only you shall serve’” 

(Matthew 4:10; cf. 

Deut. 6:13).

11 Then the devil 

left Him, and 

behold, angels

The Schemes of Satan

13 Let no one say when he 

is tempted, “I am tempted 

by God”; for God cannot 

be tempted by evil, nor 

does He Himself tempt 

anyone. 14 But each one is 

tempted when he is drawn 

away by his own desires 

and enticed (James 1:13-

14).



The Schemes of Satan

15 Then, when desire 

has conceived, it gives 

birth to sin; and sin, 

when it is full-grown, 

brings forth death.     
16 Do not be deceived, 

my beloved brethren 

(James 1:15-16).



The Schemes of Satan

13 For such are false 

apostles, deceitful 

workers, transforming 

themselves into apostles of 

Christ. 14 And no wonder! 

For Satan himself trans-

forms himself into an 

angel of light (2 Cor. 11: 

13-14). 



The Schemes of Satan

15 Therefore it is no 

great thing if his 

ministers also trans-

form themselves into 

ministers of righteous-

ness, whose end will be 

according to their 

works (2 Cor. 11:15).

“So ought not this woman, being a daughter of 
Abraham, whom Satan has bound—think of it—
for eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on 
the Sabbath?” (Luke 13:16). 



satan’s dIabolIcal provIdence

“how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the 
Holy Spirit and with power, who went about 
doing good and healing all who were oppressed 
by the devil, for God was with Him” (Acts  
10:38).



satan’s dIabolIcal provIdence

“Do not fear any of those 

things which you are 

about to suffer. Indeed, 

the devil is about to throw 

some of you into prison, 

that you may be tested, 

and you will have 

tribulation ten days. Be 

faithful until death, and I 

will give you the crown of 

life” (Revelation 3:10).



God’s lIMIts on satan’s poWer

8 Love never fails. But 

whether there are

prophecies, they will 

fail; whether there are

tongues, they will cease; 

whether there is

knowledge, it will vanish 

away. 9 For we know in 

part and we prophesy in 

part (1 Cor. 13:8-9). 



God’s lIMIts on satan’s poWer

10 But when that which 

is perfect has come, then 

that which is in part will 

be done away (1 Cor. 

13:10).

God’s lIMIts on satan’s poWer

No temptation has 

overtaken you except such 

as is common to man; but 

God is faithful, who will 

not allow you to be 

tempted beyond what you 

are able, but with the 

temptation will also make 

the way of escape, that 

you may be able to bear it 

(1 Corinthians 10:13).
